GOD DOES NOT EXIST ONLY UP ON THE MOUNTAIN 
 
I know from personal experience that it is often tempting to 
long for a ñmountain topò experience with God and to hope to 
encounter God in a dramatic thunder and lightning way. 
Some Christians spend their whole life wishing for a dramatic 
experience with God and then wonder why they are 
disappointed. Although they do happen, dramatic 
mountaintop encounters with God are rare.   
 
Henry Drummond, who was a Scottish theologian, once said, 
ñGod does not make the mountains to be inhabited. God 
does not make the mountaintops for us to live on the mountaintops. It is not 
Godôs desire that we live on the mountaintops. We only ascend to the heights to 
catch a broader vision of the earthly surroundings below. But we do not live there. 
We do not tarry there. The streams begin in the uplands, but these streams 
descend quickly to gladden the valleys below.ò The streams start in the 
mountaintops, but they come down. 
   
God never meant for us to live on the mountaintop.  God does not exist only up 
on the mountain, but down in everyday life as well.  Encounters with the divine 
are not rare, although we are sometimes slow to recognize them for what they 
are.  I believe God meets us uniquely at different times for different situations. 
Sometimes it is with powerful manifestations, while at other times it is in 
seemingly ordinary or quiet ways.  While we do not hear Godôs voice in the same 
way as those on the mountaintop, we should not doubt the truth of Godôs 
presence.  When we experience those ordinary but meaningful moments, such 
as expressions of genuine love and care from another or true kindness from a 
stranger, we are encountering Godôs presence.  In those moments when 
something good happens and it seems improbable that it is merely a random 
coincidence, we may in fact be encountering Godôs presence.  As we learn to 
notice spiritual movement within and around us, we can recognize the many 
facets of Godôs love and presence that touch us daily. 
   
When we or others have experienced God on the ñmountaintop,ò it can be easy to 
look for God only in those dramatic displays. We must be careful to remember to 
seek and recognize God in the quiet and everyday moments of life as well.  I 
promise God is there.
