Dear Christ Church Family, 
 
As I write to you this evening, Iôm enjoying some delicious 
Thanksgiving Day leftovers. Believe it or not, Iôm one of those people 
who enjoys a week filled with yummy turkey sandwiches.  
Thanksgiving 2021 was a tremendous success. Because of the 
generosity and hard work of many faithful individuals, over 500 
people enjoyed a delicious ACT-N-DO turkey dinner on Thanksgiving 
Day. 93 of those dinners were made possible through the thriving 
partnership between ACT-N-DO and Christ Church. I could not be 
more pleased with the positive impact Christ Church and ACT-N-DO 
has on Thanksgiving Day throughout our area. Thank you for your 
help in continuing to support this important ministry and outreach. 
 
As my thoughts move from Thanksgiving to Advent, I canôt help but 
feel a rush of adrenaline as I realize that Christmas Day is only a few weeks away. 
There is so much preparation to be done for our church, home, business, outreach, and 
the countless other groups and organizations that we are currently involved with. In my 
heart and mind I know that Advent is a season that encourages us to be non-anxious. I 
know that it is to be a time of joyous remembrance and eager anticipation. And as 
much as I know this and truly believe this, I often find a part of myself struggling 
internally with Christmas perfectionism. Have you ever experienced it?  
 
Christmas perfectionism is a leading cause of stress at this time of the year. Many of us 
want Christmas to be perfect for our families, friends, and community. Whether itôs due 
to the impossible standards shown to us on television, exaggerated memories of 
Christmas greatness, or simply our usual perfectionism carried over and applied to 
Christmas, this perfectionism sadly is all too common. For the Christmas perfectionist, if 
everything doesnôt get done perfectly, it is often a stressful and disappointing 
experience. Christmas perfectionism frequently involves high demands and little 
enjoyment for themselves and those around them.  
 
It is important for all of us to remember, especially at this time of the year, that Godôs 
call for us is to strive for wholeness. Wholeness does not mean perfection, it means 
being well in body, soul (mind, will, and emotions), and spirit. To achieve this often 
means allowing ourselves to accept and embrace brokenness and limitation as an 
integral part of life. Our healing and progress toward wholeness begins only when we 
accept our wounded selves and others. We are not perfect, and neither are they. We 
need to be kind to ourselves and others. In other words, we may need to lighten up 
and give each other and break. Embracing this truth gives me hope that wholenessð
mine, yours, oursðneed not be only a dream after all. 
 
This Advent season I encourage us to a time of gentleness toward ourselves and 
others. I also encourage us to be as present as possible and to truly enjoy all the little 
moments we are granted as imperfectly perfect as they may be.

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PEEKS AT THE PAST  
 

Father Troy came across a Christ Church Cook Book from 
1948. We thought it would be fun to include some of the 
recipes out of it in the next few issues of Comment. Let us

Hot Tuna Fish Delahanty 
Mrs. Amory Houghton 

 
 1 large can of tuna fish (13 oz)  3 large tomatoes 
 3 hard boiled eggs    2 tsp finely cut dill (or 1 tbs chopped water cress)  
 
Drain the tuna fish. Cut in uniform pieces (small squares as much as flaky fish will allow). Place in a 
casserole or glass baking dish and keep over hot water until needed. Dip the tomatoes in boiling water 
and remove the skins. Cut in eights, removing and discarding the seeds and then cut each eight in half 
crosswise. Drain thoroughly. Cut the eggs in quarters lengthwise and then each quarter in half crosswise. 
Make the sauce and add the pieces of tomato, egg, and dill. Cover and heat through. Pour over the hot 
tuna fish and fold lightly together. (The tuna fish may be added with the tomato and eggs, but cooking 
and stirring will break it). Serve on rounds of buttered toast. Serves 6 to 7.
